1. Draw your simple person or creature outline shape to cut out, make

sure it is nice and big so you will see details in the shadows.

. Cut and stick on hair, a hat or are they are holding something? If
you’re making a creature, do they have wings or a tail?

. Attach a stick to the back using sticky tape. ﬁ
. Voila! You have your own shadow puppet - use the projector or lamp
create shadows in the church with your puppet!

How to make:

On your card, draw a simple person or creature shape.

Draw the parts you would like to move (legs, arms etc.) separately.
Cut out your pieces and add details using crayons or colouring pens.
Cut and stick on details like hair, a hat or something they are holding.
If you're making a creature, do they have wings or a tail?

Using split pins, attach the fasteners to create moving parts. ®
Attach a stick to the back using stick tape. ®

Then stick another stick to any moving parts ®

Use the projector or lamp to create shadows with your puppet!
